Dear Parents,
This letter is just to explain how the ‘Going For Goals’ afternoon will work.
· School will finish at 1:30pm and all the children will come out on to the playground to meet their adult.
· Once teachers are sure that all the children have been safely met we will give a signal and parents / grandparents are then invited to come into classrooms by the front entrance or rear classroom doors.
· Your child’s books will be on display for you to browse through and talk to your child about their learning. 
· There will be a prompt sheet that your child has already filled in. They will have identified STRENGTHS or ‘STARS’ and NEXT STEPS or ‘WISHES’. Please discuss these with your child and add in any comments / ideas on the sheet.
· Teachers and Teaching Assistants will circulate whilst you do this. When you and your child have discussed their ‘STARS’ and ‘WISHES’ you should let one of these adults know. Teachers and Teaching Assistants will then discuss the ‘STARS’ and ‘WISHES’ with you and your child.

· We may find that it is hard for Teachers & T.As to get round to every child and you may wish to go home before you have met them. Any child who does not have the chance to have this one to one chat with a Teacher or T.A. will be given a dedicated time the week after to do so. Your child’s ‘STARS & WISHES’ sheet will be used for this.
· For any parent who has to take their child home / away at 1:30pm due to other commitments, the child will get the chance to discuss ‘STARS & WISHES’ sheet at home with their parent/s the week after and parents can even arrange for a child’s books to come home on request. We don’t want to exclude any child from this process. Those leaving will need to come back in to school to collect coats/bags.
· For families with more than one child at the school, pupils should go to the class of their sibling/s with their parent. Or, if both parents can come, one parent can go with each child and you could then swap.
· Children should stay with their parent/s at all times.
